Transport 

Travel to/from the University
Please arrange your own transport to and from Melbourne Airport. A taxi from Melbourne Airport will cost approximately $45- 50 and take 20-25 mins. The red Skybus leaves every 10 minutes from the Airport into Southern Cross Station. A one way ticket is $16 and return is $26. Taxi fare from the station to the faculty building will be around $10. 

Travel to/from the University
Tram:

From Swanston Street in the city you can take the 3, 3a, 5, 6, 16, 64, 67 and 72 trams towards University of Melbourne. 

From Elizabeth Street you can catch the 19 and 59 trams towards the University of Melbourne, disembarking at the Royal Melbourne Hospital/Royal Parade stop.


Train: 
Any train that stops at North Melbourne Station. There is a connecting bus (401) which goes every 3 minutes during peak hour and drops you to the Grattan St entrance of the University.

Any train that stops at Melbourne Central station. From there it is 15 minutes walk or 5 minutes by tram along Swanston Street. 


Parking:

Parking is available at University Square for a flat rate of $14.00 per day. Entrance to the car park is via Berkeley St and available via Bouverie St.  

You can also find metered parking all around the building  -  2 hour parking is found right in front of, 4 hours on Leicester Street and Barry Street.
